Skills Review

Step 1b – Depending on how their machines are set up, students might not have to click a user name or enter a password. 
Step 1c – If they do enter a password, make sure they enter it using the correct upper- and lowercase letters.
Step 2a -- Note that the scroll bar at the bottom of the Start screen may not appear until they move the mouse pointer on the screen. The Charms bar only appears when they point to the upper right or lower right corners of the screen to first show its silhouette. Then they can move the pointer straight down or straight up to display the bar as a “solid” image and select an item.

Step 2b -- To ensure that the taskbar appears, have students point to the bottom of the screen. The taskbar only appears on the Windows 8 desktop, not at the Start screen.
Step 3a – They should use the Start thumbnail in the lower left corner of the screen to return to the Start screen using pointing and clicking. The thumbnail only appears if they point to that lower left corner. Once they have mastered using the Start thumbnail, make sure they understand the use of the Windows key on the keyboard to move back and forth between the Start screen and the Windows 8 desktop. (This is a tip in Lesson 2, step 6.)
Step 3c -- Make sure that new users understand the difference between pointing and clicking. ScreenTips only appear if they point to a taskbar icon and wait a moment, before clicking. Also, ensure that students notice that the shape of the mouse pointer determines the next action they can take. They should always notice the pointer shape before they click or double-click an object. For example, the select pointer, shown in Lesson 3, step 2, tells them they can select the object the pointer is over. 
Step 4b -- In closing a Windows 8 app, students should understand that they need to drag the hand pointer all the way to the bottom of the screen. If they only drag it part way down, the app will not close. Note also that they cannot drag until they see the hand pointer shown in Step 3.
Step 5e -- Students should understand the difference between minimizing a window to the taskbar, and restoring a window down to a non-maximized size.

Step 6 -- Managing open windows is a critical skill so students don’t “lose” items on the desktop. It can be helpful to emphasize the Step 5 tip, which mentions [Alt][Tab] as a way of moving among open windows. As they hold down [Alt] and press [Tab], the small window that opens in the middle of the screen shows them which window is currently selected. 

Also, the double-pointed resize pointer, shown in step 6, tells them that they can begin dragging to resize a window.

Step 7 -- Student drawings may differ from the one shown in Figure A-26, but this is fine, as long as they gain experience using the drawing tools. Students close the drawing without saving because file saving is not covered until Unit B.
Note also that students’ screen size and resolution will determine the appearance of buttons. At lower resolutions, more buttons may be reduced in size so they do not show text. They may also appear on menus instead of directly on a Ribbon.
Step 8 – The Windows Help and Support window might have changed since this text was published, so encourage students to be flexible and determine the appropriate links to click.
Step 9 – You might adjust the shutdown procedure so that it is appropriate for your lab.

Independent Challenges 

Because students will solve the independent challenges in different ways, stress there is not just one correct solution. The following are examples of possible solutions for the Independent Challenges in Unit A of this book.

Independent Challenge 1
Filename: None
Students are asked to consult Windows 8 Help on the new features of Windows 8 and hand write a memo to Will at Will’s Percussion. Students can look at a variety of Help topics to obtain this information, including: “Mouse and keyboard: What’s new in Windows,” “Get to Know Windows,” or “What’s moved or changed in Windows?” Note that online Help topics can change over time, so they may use different topics. 

Memos should include the following:

· Start screen

· The Charms bar, including the Search, Share, Start, Devices and Settings charms.
· Searching using the Search charm

· Snapping app windows
· Touch screen support

Note to Instructors: Make sure students understand the difference between touch screens and touch pads. The sidebar on page Windows 2 discusses touch screens. Touch pads refer to the touch-sensitive pads on many laptops. Table A-1 on page Windows 7 includes a column about touch pad actions.


Additionally, as this book was going to press, Logitech released a series of new Windows 8 products, including mice and external touchpads, so that users can interact with Windows 8 using its touch features without buying a new computer. See http://www.404techsupport.com/2012/10/logitech-introduces-mice-and-touchpads-for-windows-8/. These products tend to blur the distinctions between touch pads and touch screens, so students may need further explanation on this topic.

Other new features, not covered in this unit, include:

· The Windows Store

· Cloud computing (Cloud storage is described in Unit B)

Independent Challenge 2

Filename: None
This Independent Challenge is intended to give students practice with pointing, clicking, and pressing keys using the Calculator accessory. They are asked to use the Help menu to locate ways to calculate fuel economy, and then write a memo outlining how they can use the Calculator for such calculations. 
Independent Challenge 3

Filename: None
The Independent Challenge has student open the Weather app to determine temperatures in Vancouver, British Columbia, adding Vancouver to their Places Favorites. Then they add one other location of their choice. Note that their computers will need an Internet connection in order for the current weather information to appear.
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They are then asked to write Eric, of Eric’s Pet Shipping, a memo outlining how they can use the weather gadget to keep pets safe during shipping. Student answers will vary, but should mention how to enter locations so that they can always know the temperature of destination cities where they ship pets, and avoid shipping when temperatures are too high or too low for the pets’ health.

Independent Challenge 4: Explore
Filename: None
Students use the Photos app (a Windows 8 app) to explore pictures that may have been downloaded from their Windows SkyDrive account, Facebook, or Flickr. Note that their computers must be connected to the Internet, and that they might need a Microsoft account.) 
They are then asked to add three pictures to their Pictures library. If they click the “Add some photos” link, shown below, and their Pictures library is empty, they will see the text shown in the second figure below.
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To add pictures already on their computers, they can then open File Explorer and show the Pictures Library in one window, then open another window showing the pictures in a folder of their computer. Then they can drag a picture into their Pictures Library, as shown below:
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This also provides good practice in managing multiple windows.

When they reopen the Photos app, the picture(s) they dragged into their Pictures Library will appear:
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If your school computers allow students to create SkyDrive accounts, you can direct them to the Windows Help “Access your files on SkyDrive.” 

Visual Workshop

Students are asked to make their screens resemble Figure A-28, which shows the Paint window in the upper left corner and the Windows Help and Support window in the lower right corner. The Charms bar appears on the right side of the screen. Note that the Recycle Bin is near the top center of the screen, so they will have to drag it to that location. 
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
